* Recognises that numbers can be used to count

o Use words like all, many, a lot, more, less

o Identifies things in a group that are different

e Concentrates during story/group time

o Knows colours: red, blue, yellow, green, white black,

How parents can help with school readiness preparation

o Visit the school to help familiarise children with their
classroom, the bathrooms, the library and the playground
¢ Have a picnic and practise using lunchbox and drink

e Wearing the school uniform often before school starts
o Label children's possessions so the can recognise them
e Attend school orientation visits
